 Breeder’s commitment 
As responsible, ethical breeder, we make every reasonable effort to ensure that our puppies are in good health at the time they are released to new homes. Your puppy will be vaccinated at 7 wks. and dewormed at 3, 5, and 7 weeks of age. Coccidia and Giardia prevention medications are administered at 5 and 7 weeks of age. Every puppy is given a full-body health exam by a certified veterinarian that includes examination of the skin, coat, eyes, ears, heart, bite, and joints, and a check for umbilical hernias and undescended testicles. They are also screened for internal and external parasites using a stool sample. 

The breeder provides a Health Warranty/Contract for the following conditions.
Up to 12 months for any defects that are genetic or congenital in nature that are serious enough to cause an inferior quality of life, making it necessary to euthanize the puppy/dog. Vet records showing proof of genetic or congenital disability must be emailed to the Breeder within 24 hours of the diagnosis. Once the breeder is satisfied that the Buyer has met all conditions, a replacement puppy of equal or lesser value will be offered upon availability.

Up to 24 months for any severe hip dysplasia causing physical signs or lameness that would require corrective surgery. A veterinary orthopedic specialist must perform exams, X-rays, and surgery. Vet records showing proof of hip dysplasia must be provided to the breeder within 24 hours of diagnosis. Proof that corrective surgery has been completed must be provided to the Breeder before any refund is given. Once the Breeder is satisfied that the Buyer has met the conditions, the Breeder will refund the Buyer up to ½ of the original purchase price. No shipping, boarding, or veterinary costs will be reimbursed.

The breeder has up to 1 year from the date of diagnosis,  to issue the refund or provide a puppy replacement.

What is not covered under this Health Warranty/Contract 
This health warranty does not cover the following conditions: Distemper, Parvo, Coccidia, Giardia, Kennel Cough, Ear or Eye infections, internal /external parasites, Rabies, allergies of any kind, mange, over/under bites, undescended testicles, small umbilical hernias, or cherry eye. Any congenital disability or autoimmune disorder that is treatable and does not require euthanasia of the dog/puppy.
The breeder does not guarantee the puppy/dog’s final weight, height, color, or coat texture. The breeder does not guarantee that the puppy/dog will be hypoallergenic.




Requirements from the Buyer to validate Health Warranty/Contract 
A) Buyer must have their puppy/dog examined by a licensed veterinarian within three days of receiving their puppy/dog
B) Buyer must secure the best possible Veterinarian care and attend to the physical and emotional welfare of their puppy/dog, to include regular checkups, deworming, heartworm prevention, and keeping vaccinations current. 
C) Buyer must provide suitable shelter/housing typical for its breed and be adequately protected from the elements and extreme weather conditions 
D) Buyer must feed your puppy/dog a quality diet that is nutritional, complete, and well-balanced. 
E) Buyer must provide proper training and exercise to keep their puppy/dog in a healthy condition and not allow their puppy/dog to become overweight during the contractual period. 
F) Buyer must notify Breeder immediately and provide Breeder with proof of any severe, life-altering congenital or genetic disorders within 24 hrs. of diagnosis. This must be in the form of detailed documentation of findings and X-rays performed by a certified veterinarian and a non-associated specialist. 

PLEASE READ!
While not mandatory, it is strongly recommended that you keep your puppy/dog on Nuvet Supplements. A handout containing ordering information, as well as a sample packet of Nuvet supplements, will be included in your take-home puppy package.
It is also essential that you consider obtaining insurance for your puppy to help cover the unexpected costs of emergency veterinary care, surgeries, or procedures your puppy/dog may need. Every puppy will include a 30-day free trial of Trupanion pet health insurance.  Full and Final Agreement 
1. Upon execution of this contract, Breeder is released from any further obligations as to the upkeep, health, and maintenance of the puppy/dog. Buyer understands that Breeder, under no circumstances, shall be liable to any third party for any consequential, incidental, or special damage resulting from or in any manner related to the puppy/dog.

2. All veterinary care and all associated costs of said puppy/dog are the sole responsibility of the Buyer. 

3. If, for any reason, during their puppy/dog’s life, the Buyer is unable to keep their puppy/dog, they must contact the Breeder immediately. The Buyer may choose one of the following two options.

A. Return the puppy/dog to the Breeder to be rehomed. In the event the dog/puppy is resold, Breeder will refund any rehoming fee collected, minus any incurred boarding/vetting costs.
      B. Breeder can assist Buyer with finding the puppy/dog a suitable new home.

4. This contract is not transferable to any third party and will be deemed null and void should the Buyer not hold to any of the conditions set forth by the Breeder in this binding contract.
